Equine Canada Statement of Principle

Equine Canada (EC), the National Federation of Canada, supports adherence to human treatment of horses
in all competitions under its jurisdiction.

EC is committed to:

Upholding the welfare of horses, regardless of value, as a primary consideration in all activities
Requiring that horses be treated with kindness, respect and the compassion that they deserve and that
they never be subjected to mistreatment

Ensuring owners, trainers and exhibitors and their agents use responsible care in the handling,
treatment and transportation of their horses as well as horses placed in their care for any purpose
Providing for the continuous well-being of horses by encouraging routine inspection and consultation
with health care professionals and competition officials to achieve the highest standard of nutrition,
health, comfort, sanitation and safety as a matter of standard operation procedure

Continuing to support scientific studies on equine health and welfare

Increasing education in training and horsemanship practices

Requiring owners, trainers, exhibitors to know and follow their sanctioning organization’s rules and to
work within the industry regulations in all equestrian competitions

Reviewing, revisiting and developing completion rules and regulations that protect the welfare of horses

The standard by which conduct of treatment will be measured is that which a reasonable person, informed
and experienced in generally accepted equine training and exhibition procedures, would determine to be
neither cruel, abusive nor inhumane.

The JUMP CANADA BOARD is a committee of Equine Canada responsible for all aspects of show jumping
in Canada from the grassroots to the International level. The board members are elected by the
stakeholders in the sport - riders, owners and competition organizers. As a class 4 recognized national EC
hunter/jumper competition, the Old Home Week Horse Show will be remitting a fee of $10 per horse entered
in the hunter/jumper divisions to the Jump Canada Board in order to support their developmental programs.
These funds will be used as follows:

60% Hunter, Young Rider and Domestic Program
35% National and International Teams
5% Administration including Publicity and Public Relations

This levy is supported by EC and failure to participate may lead to suspension of membership.

By entering the “Old Home Week” Horse Show, you have agreed to honor the rules and regulations
as specified in the prize list. You MUST abide by your own errors.

THE MANAGEMENT OF THE SHOW, PEI Provincial Exhibition inc., Charlottetown Driving Park and the
Charlottetown Civic Centre will not be responsible for injury to horse and/or rider. EACH EXHIBITOR IS
REQUIRED TO HAVE LIABILITY INSURANCE.

Every class offered herein is covered by the rules and specifications of the current rules of EC and will be
held and judged in accordance with the EC rule book.




AUTHORIZED ADMISSIONS (passes) will be required for admission to the grounds. Additional passes may
be purchased for $20 before August 1. Passes are $25 after that date. Each competitor will be issued 1
free pass. The first 40 entries will also receive a free parking pass.

LATE ENTRIES, post marked after August 5, 2011 will be charged a penalty of $30 per entry.

ENTRY FORMS must be signed by the person responsible for the horse/rider. If a rider is under 18 years of
age, he form must be signed by a parent/guardian. You WILL NOT be permitted to show if the entry form is
not signed.

ALL EXHIBITORS (RIDERS AND OWNERS) must have EC (A203) & Island Horse Council or other
Provincial Membership (A306). EC Passports and competitive horse license (402) is required for all horses
showing over fences (except short/long stirrup). Temporary horse registration is $25, no points will go
forward. Temporary EC sport license (A203, A404) is $45 and is valid for the one show only.

DRUG TESTING FEE OF $7. Per animal MUST BE PAID WITH ENTRY. Any horse/pony entered in any
class at an EC sanctioned completion is subject to the requirement to pay drug testing fees and may while
on the competition grounds and on the recommendation of the chair of the Provincial Equine medication
Control Committee or the chair’s appointee, be selected for equine medication control testing. (article
A1008)

REFUNDS: a refund of 75% will be made upon receipt of a medical certification either from a veterinarian
or medical doctor up to August 14, 2010.

PRIZE MONEY: Money will be mailed out within three weeks.

WARM UP AREA: Will be established at the front of the Horse Dome and will be open to competitors during
competition days. On Wednesday from 8pm - 10pm, pre-paid warm-up rounds will take place in the area.
Rounds will be $10. For 4 minutes and must be pre-paid with entry. Time is limited so rounds will be on a
first come first served. Competitors will be given assigned times at the show office. Warm-up rounds to be
on Wednesday evening.

ENTRIES (articles G109, G202.1) may be refused an award unless they return to the ring for Class
Presentation. Proper attire required. Forfeiture of any entry fees will occur for withdrawal or cancellation
from the competition. The Old Home Week Show committee has the right to refuse entries. NO HOR
CONCOURS - G201.3, G401.7.

THE MANAGEMENT RESERVES THE RIGHT TO CANCEL OR COMBINE classes where they deem it
advisable if minimum of 5 entries for each division is not received by the closing date (A505). Entries will be
accepted on a “First Entered Basis”.

CHAMPIONSHIPS to be awarded as per the EC rule book (A706). Championship awards and ribbon for
each division UNLESS otherwise stated. Recipients must be at presentation or may forfeit all prized won.

STABLING will be provided on the show grounds at the following rate: (bedding is NOT provided but will be
on sale on the grounds at cost).

Entries received after August 5, 2011 $75.00 pers how

Horse/ponies will be allowed to remain in the horse dome through Saturday night at no extra charge for
those who wish to attend the Gold Cup & Saucer Activities. Security will be on duty as long as horses



remain in the dome.

Box stalls will be assigned on a “first come, first served basis”. STALLS WILL BE ALLOCATED AND
CHANGES MAY NOT BE MADE WITHOUT PERMISSION FROM THE SHOW OFFICE. All horses must
be groomed in their stalls, not in the aisles. There is no washing or hosing of horses in the tent. Please do
not hang coolers, etc. on the outside of the stall partitions. This is an exhibition; horses should be seen by
the public. Fire Marshall Regulations prohibit smoking in the barn areas. The consumption of alcoholic
beverages in the barn area is prohibited. There is a lounge located in the Civic Centre for your
convenience. Specific times have been stated for arrivals and departures of animals. Please be sure to
note arrival times. COMPETITIORS REQUESTING OTHER ARRIVAL TIMES MUST CALL AND
RECEIVE PERMISSION FROM THE EXHIBITION OFFICE. The office will be open from 8 - 4:30pm
Monday through Friday. Phone number (902) 629-6623. Fax number (902)- 629-3467. Email:
oldhomeweek@peiprovincialexhibition.com There will be NO PARKING on the grounds. Trailers must be
parked in designated areas. Vehicles will be towed at the owner’s expense if this rule is not followed.

ARRIVAL: WEDNESDAY, AUGUST 17, 2010 AETER 6PM .
NO EARLY ARRIVALS STALLS WILL BE AVAILABLE UNDER AN Y CIRCUMSTANCES.

All exhibitors must be on grounds one hour before their class. The committee has the right to operate 1
hour early and make program changes. Exhibitor will be notified of any changes in the program by posters
outside the show office and over the PA system. This is a provincial exhibition therefore all exhib itors

are required to remain on grounds for the entire sh ow.

All persons mounted on a horse/pony anywhere on the grounds must wear boots with heels and approved
protective headgear secured with a safety harness permanently affixed to the helmet. Harnesses must be
secured and properly fitted. All persons must wear ASTM headgear (G102).

JUNIORS MUST WAR ASTM/BSI APPROVED HELMETS, INCLUDING WHEN JOGGING FOR
SOUNDNESS - G102.2, G401.5, G401.6.

Ring numbers must be worn and VISIBLE in the schooling ring as well as the competition arena (A 814).
Appropriate dress code must be respected by exhibitors and coaches in the show ring. All questions not
covered by the EC rule book requiring a decision will be decided by the show committee. Their decision will
be binding.

Old Home Week Board will not be responsible for nonpayment of prizes (special or otherwise) offered by
others.
